The code SEQ,DA/DA/DE,P/P/P was proposed in memo CP-C/249 for addition to Dictionary 36.  Memo CP-D/308 questioned the use of the code SEQ since the particles in SF7 were the same.

The code SEQ refers not to SF7, but to the order of codes in SF3 and SF4.  The REACTION that was compiled in this case had the following form:


…,2P+N)1-H-1,SEQ,DA/DA/DE,P/P/P

hence the necessity for the code SEQ.
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
